Appendix A details the production history of Canadian Hawker
Hurricanes, including those received from the United Kingdom and those produced under licence by Canada Car and
Foundry Ltd. and Appendix B details the individual service histories of those aircraft which were allocated to the Royal
Canadian Air Force.

February 1939. Ferried to east coast, at Calgary, AB on 8 Jun 1939 and at Sydney, NS by Nov 1939.
Moved with Sqn detachment to RCAF Stn Dartmouth, NS, 5 Nov 1939. To UK with this unit in 1940,
returned to RAF. Still carrying RCAF serial number in 1941, while with the RAF Servicing Ferry Pool.
Attacked in error by another Hurricane (possibly from 118 Sgn) on 11 Mar 1941, whereupon it force-
landed. Apparently repaired and returned to service.

February 1939. To A Flight 2 Mar 1939. Collided with Ford Trimotor CF-BEP (ex RCAF C-GYW2Z) of
United Air Transport while taking off at Sea Island at 13:15 hrs on this day. Sgt R.L. Davis was on his
first flight in a Hurricane. The a/c swung on take-off and Sgt Davis could not correct the swing. On a
collision course with the Trimotor, he attempted to lift off and over the transport but his u/c struck the
trailing edge of the transport’s wing. The Hurricane crashed and was totally destroyed by the post-crash
fire but Sgt Davis escaped with minor injuries. The Trimotor had to be written off.

1939. On the 5 Dec 1939, the a/c had a “B” Cat accident when the pilot became lost and ran low on
fuel. A subsequent air lock in the fuel lines caused an engine failure necessitating a wheels and flaps up
forced landing. To CC&F 12 Jan to 25 May 1940, for repairs. Had 69:00 airframe hours when it arrived.
Repairs cost $13,221.00. Used by Test & Development Flight at RCAF Stn Rockcliffe, ON, dates
unknown. Sent to UK with No. 1 (F) Sgn in 1940, coded "YO-M" while in the UK. Returned to RAF
shortly after, but retained RCAF serial number. Operated by No. 6 (later No. 56) OTU, RAF, late 1940 /
early 1941.

Log book recorded 55 minutes flying time when it took
off on last flight.

Used by Test & Development Flight at RCAF Stn Rockcliffe,
ON, dates unknown. To WAC 1 Apr 1940. Sent to UK with No. 1 (F) Sgn in 1940, returned to RAF
ownership shortly after.

"YO*N". Returned to RAF shortly after, but retained RCAF serial number. Operated by No. 6 (later No.
56) OTU, RAF, late 1940 / early 1941.

Operated by No. 6 (later No. 56) OTU, RAF, late 1940 /
early 1941. Later became instructional airframe 2578M.

Feb 1940. To No. 1 (F) Sgn in the UK. May have been with No. 110 (F) Sgn in UK sometime later.
Returned to RAF in the UK. Later used for jettisonable top wing ("slip wing") trials by F. Hills and Sons.

1 Apr 1940. Sent overseas with No. 1 (F) Sqgn spring of 1940. Returned to RAF shortly after, but
retained RCAF serial number. Operated by No. 6 (later No. 56) OTU, RAF, late 1940 / early 1941.

TOS: 17 May 1939 - Taken on charge at RCAF Stn Dartmouth, NS

Ex RAF L1886. To No. 1 (F) Sgn, 9 February 1940, at Dartmouth. Cat “B” damage at Dartmouth, NS at
14:32 hrs on 14 Mar 1940. During the take-off, the a/c swung off the runway into a snowbank and
collapsed the u/c/. To CC&F, probably at Amherst, NS for repairs 2 May to 27 Jun 1940. Had just 1:50
hrs flight time when it arrived at CC&F; the repairs cost $6,450.00. To No. 1 (F) Sgn. overseas when
repairs completed. Returned to RAF in the UK shortly after this, but retained RCAF serial, was still
listed as 323 when it arrived at 615 Sqgn. With this until when shot down on 6 Nov 1940. Crashed near
a rail way line at Noah's Ark, near Sevenoaks in Kent. The pilot, Sgt Jack Hammerton, was killed.
Some remains of the a/c now in the Shoreham Aircraft Museum, Kent, UK.

This unit
transferred to EAC on 1 Apr 1940. Moved with Sqn detachment to RCAF Stn Dartmouth, NS, 5 Nov
1939. Flew the Sqn's first wartime mission on 20 Nov 1939, from Dartmouth NS. To UK with this unit in
early 1940. Returned to RAF ownership but retained RCAF serial number. Operated by No. 6 (later
No. 56) OTU, RAF. Destroyed in mid-air with L2082 on 18 Aug 1940, ENE of the airfield. Two fatalities,
including Maj. K. Niedwiecki in 324.

Moved with Sgn
detachment to RCAF Stn Dartmouth, NS, 5 Nov 1939. Overseas with this unit shortly after. Used by
Test & Development Flight at RCAF Stn Rockcliffe, ON, dates unknown.

TOS: 9 Aug 1939 - Taken on charge at RCAF Stn Ottawa, ON

Ex RAF L2023. Arrived at Ottawa via Canadian National Railway. Displayed at the Canadian National
Exhibition at Toronto Aug 1939. To No. 1 (F) Sgn, at RCAF Stn St. Hubert, QC, on 19 Sep 1939.
Moved with Sqn detachment to RCAF Stn Dartmouth, NS, 5 Nov 1939. Cat “A” crash at Dartmouth at
10:30 on 20 Nov 1939. The a/c was attempting a “go-around” during a landing but stalled while in a
steep turn and crashed. The pilot, F/O D.R. Anderson, was killed. The airframe had only 39:50 hrs
flying time in the log book at time of this crash.

SOS: 21 Nov 1939 - Cat “A” crash - Struck off and reduced to spares
Hawker Kingston & Brooklands Hurricane Mk. |

Serial number reserved for ex RAF L2144, which was shipped from the UK on 28 Sep 1939, but was
never received in Canada. Possibly either lost en route, or diverted back to the RAF.

TOS: 27 February 1942 - Taken on strength

Diverted from RAF contract, was RAF Mk. | AG323. Delivered to stored reserve, first issued to a unit
on 30 Apr 1942. Served with No. 128 (F) Sqn at RCAF Stns Sydney, NS and/or Torbay, NF, 1942/43.
Cat “B” crash at Sydney Aerodrome at 20:15 on 24 Jul 1942. Belly landing after pilot failed to lower
undercarriage. To CC&F for conversion to Mk. XIIA 2 to 30 Sep 1943. To No. 1 (F) OTU at RCAF Stn
Bagotville, QC when completed. To stored reserve 26 Oct 1944. Available for disposal from 21 Apr
1945. Had 678:45 airframe hours on that date.

SO0S: 12 Jul 1946 - Struck off, to War assets Corporation for sale
Hawker CC&F, Fort William Hurricane Mk I/ XIIA R20001?
TOS: 26 Jan 1942 - Taken on strength

Diverted from RAF contract, was RAF Mk. | AG319. Delivered to stored reserve, first issued on 30 Apr
1942. Served with No. 125 (F) Sqgn on the East Coast, 1942/1943. To CC&F for conversion to Mk.
XIIA 21 Jun to 22 Jul 1943. To No. 1 (F) OTU at RCAF Stn Bagotville, QC when completed. On 1 May
1944 Cat “C/D” accident when the starboard oleo leg collapsed upon landing. To stored reserve on 26
Oct 1944. Available for disposal from 21 Apr 1945. Had 614:45 airframe hours on that date.
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S0S: 6 Nov 1945 - Struck off, to War Assets Corporation for sale.
Hawker CC&F, Fort William Hurricane Mk. I / XIIA R200027
TOS: 26 Jan 1942 - Taken on strength

Diverted from RAF contract, was RAF Mk. | AG317. Delivered to stored reserve. To No. 125 (F) Sqn,
probably on 30 Apr 1942. Cat “C” damage at 19:30 on 18 Jun 1942, on No. 3 runway at RCAF Stn
Torbay, NF. To CC&F for conversion to Mk. XIIA 26 Jul to 9 Sep 1943. To No. 1 (F) OTU at RCAF Stn
Bagotville, QC when completed. Cat “A” crash there, date unknown. Scrapped on site.

SO0S: 25 Apr 1945 - Cat “A” crash - written off
Hawker CC&F, Fort William Hurricane Mk. | R200037
TOS: 26 Jan 1942 - Taken on strength, reported as "equipped for operational use" on that day

Diverted from RAF contract, was RAF Mk. | AG315. Delivered to stored reserve, first issued on 30 Apr
1942. Assigned to 128 (F) Sgn at Sydney, NS. Cat “A” crash on the north side of East Bay, Bras D’Or
Lake, NS at 19:30 on 16 Jul 1942. Pilot had descended through clouds to ascertain position, during
climb back to cruise altitude "sharp report was heard followed by white smoke, flame and black
smoke”, and then engine failure. The pilot, Sgt. D.S. Washburn, bailed out safely with minor burns.
Wreckage to No. 4 Repair Depot at Scoudouc, NB for scrapping on 28 Jul 1942.

S0S: 6 Oct 1942 - Struck off, after Cat “A” crash, reduced to spares and produce
Hawker CC&F, Fort William Hurricane Mk. | / XIIA R200047
TOS: 26 Jan 1942 - Taken on strength, equipped for operational use

Diverted from RAF contract, was RAF Mk. | AG318. Delivered to stored reserve, first issued on 30 Apr
1942. Served with No. 128 (F) Sqn at RCAF Stns Sydney, NS and/or Torbay, NF, 1942/43. To CC&F
for conversion to Mk. XIIA 21 Jun to 10 Aug 1943. To No. 1 OTU, RCAF Stn Bagotville, QC when
complete. Cat “B” accident on 31 Oct 1943 after an engine failure necessitated a forced landing with
the wheels (partially) retracted but with no injuries. To stored reserve with No. 1 TC on 7 Dec 1944.
Available for disposal from 13 Apr 1946, when it was stored at No. 5 REMU.

SO0S: 3 Jul 1947 - Struck off, to War Assets Corporation for sale.
Hawker CC&F, Fort William Hurricane Mk. | R200057?
TOS: 28 Jan 1942 - Taken on strength

Diverted from RAF contract, was RAF Mk. | AG313. Delivered to stored reserve, first issued on 30 Apr
1942. Cat “B” crash on 17 Nov 1942. To No. 4 Repair Depot at Scoudouc, NB on 28 Nov 1942.
Classified as Instructional Airframe A 275 on 5 February 1943. Used at No. 1 OTU, RCAF Stn
Bagotville, QC. Transferred to No. 333 Air Cadet Sqn, Fredericton, NB, free issue, for use as
instructional aid, on 8 Dec 1944. Returned to EAC 22 Jul 1946.

SOS: 29 Jun 1948 - Struck off
Hawker CC&F, Fort William Hurricane Mk. 1/ XIIA R200067?
TOS: 28 Jan 1942 - Taken on strength

Diverted from RAF contract, Griffin reports it as ex-RAF Mk. | AG316, but RAF records have a different
history for this aircraft (see below). To stored reserve. Cat “C” damage at 17:20 hrs on 29 Apr 1942,

4 miles south of Grace Harbour, NF. Cat “C” damage again at 16:30 hrs on 8 Aug 1942 at Torbay,
while serving with No. 125 (F) Sqgn at Torbay, NF. To CC&F for conversion to Mk. XIIA, 26 Jul to 28
Aug 1943. To No. 1 OTU, RCAF Stn Bagotville, QC when complete. To No. 9 Repair Depot on 3 May
1944 for scraping, following a Cat “A” crash on 24 Apr 44. An engine failure necessitated a wheels-up
forced landing. Originally assessed as Cat “B”; later upgraded to Cat “A”. Note - RAF records record
#AG316, ex-RCAF #1357, as in the UK by 22 Jul 1942, at No. 20 MU at Aston Down. Became
instructional airframe 3580M on 15 February 1943, used by No. 5 School of Technical Training at
Locking, UK from 2 Mar 1943.

SOS: 13 Jul 1944 - Cat “A” write-off, reduced to spares and produce
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Hawker CC&F, Fort William Hurricane Mk. I / XIIA R200077?
TOS: 28 Jan 1942 - Taken on strength

Diverted from RAF contract, was RAF Mk. | AG314. Delivered to stored reserve, issued on 30 Apr
1942. Cat “B” damage on 13 May 1942, while serving with No. 125 (F) Sqgn, at Sydney, NS. Gear up
dead stick landing on aerodrome, after running out of gas. To No. 4 Repair Depot at Scoudouc, NB
next day for repairs, completed by 16 February 1943. To CC&F for conversion to Mk. XIIA, 21 Jun to
12 Jul 1943. To No. 1 (F) OTU at RCAF Stn Bagotville, QC when completed. To No. 9 Repair Depot
on 3 Nov 1943, for scrapping, following Cat “A” crash at St. Honere, QC.

SOS: 24 February 1944 - Cat “A” crash - reduced to spares and produce
Hawker CC&F, Fort William Hurricane Mk. | R20008?
TOS: 28 Jan 1942 - Taken on strength

Diverted from RAF contract, was RAF Mk. | AG325. Delivered to stored reserve, issued on 30 Apr
1942. Serving with No. 125 (F) Sqn in NF when it crashed on 16 Oct 1942, 2 mi W of the wireless Stn
at Bay Bulls, NF (south of St. John's). Pilot bailed out at 1,000 feet after engine failure, landed safely
in woods.

SOS: 2 February 1943 - Written off, after Cat “A” crash
Hawker CC&F, Fort William Hurricane Mk. | R200097?
TOS: 28 Jan 1942 - Taken on strength

Diverted from RAF contract, was RAF Mk. | AG332. Delivered to stored reserve, issued on 30 Apr
1942. Served with No. 125 (F) Sqn at Torbay, NF, 1942. Cat “A” crash at 16:40 hrs on 27 Aug 1942 at
Hopehall, NF. Stalled in steep climbing turn and dove into the ground while returning at low-level
(300-400ft) from practice attacks on Canadian Artillery site at Cape Spear. Was low flying back to
base at time of crash. The pilot, Sgt. D.B. Ruggles of Kenora, ON, was killed.

SOS: 6 Oct 1942 - Cat “A” crash - written off, reduced to spares and produce
Hawker CC&F, Fort William Hurricane Mk. I / XIIA R200107?

The total number of Hawker Hurricanes on RCAF strength is a variable number which depends upon the actual

operatio

nal histories of individual aircraft. Various references list 452 Hurricanes along with 50 Sea Hurricanes for a

grand total of at least 502 aircraft. However, as can be seen from the previous serial number entries, a large number
of Hurricanes manufactured by Canada Car & Foundry, while initially taken on strength by the RCAF and given 4-digit
serial numbers in the #5504 to #5622 range were returned to CC&F for modifications and subsequent “free issue to
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the RAF” where they were given RAF serial #s. This accounts for 148 aircraft often counted in the totals of these

historical references. Therefore only 354 aircraft (i.e. 502 - 148) in total, actually served in the RCAF units.

Aircraft (or Air Vehicle) Damage Level (ADL) Categories: '

The RCAF’s ADL is a qualitative categorization system used to determine the level of damage sustained by an

aircraft / air vehicle during an occurrence. The following damage level definitions are used to reflect the degree of

damage:

Cat “A” = Destroyed / missing: The aircraft has been totally destroyed, is assessed as
having suffered damage beyond economical repair or is declared “missing”;

NB - Aircraft totally destroyed are normally written off the inventory. Accidents with a lower ADL may also

subsequently result in administrative write-off of the aircraft for reasons (primarily economic) not directly related to the

damage.

Cat “B” = Very Serious: The aircraft has sustained damage to multiple major components;
Cat “C” = Serious: The aircraft has sustained damage to a major component;

Cat “D” = Minor: The aircraft has sustained damage to non-major components; and

Cat “E” = Nil: The aircraft, including the power plant, has not been damaged.

Number of RCAF Hawker Hurricane Cat “A” write-offs = 116 (~ 33% of the total fleet)

Post-War Survivors

One RCAF Hawker Hurricane, #5584, was officially preserved and is now at the Canada Aviation & Space Museum.

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Appendix A - Production, Allocation & History of Canadian Hurricanes

HAWKER HURRICANE Mark I (Hawker Aircraft Ltd) 1

The first production batch of 600 Hurricane aircraft were built by Hawker Aircraft Limited, at Kingston-upon-Thames
and Brooklands, during 1937-39 to the British Air Ministry Specification F15/36, and ordered under Contract No.
527112/ 36, dated 3 June 1936. These included serials L1547 to L2146. The first flight was completed by #L1547, on
12 October 1937; it was flown by P/O Lucas (with a Merlin Il No. G.7, driving Watts Type Z.38 wooden fixed-pitch
propeller). Deliveries commenced (to No. 111 (Fighter) Squadron, Northolt) on 15 December 1937. Delivery of the
entire batch was completed on 6 October 1939. The average rate of production was approximately two aircraft per
day. Rolls-Royce Merlin 1l engines and Watts wooden propellers were fitted initially but many were later replaced by
Merlin llls and Rotol or D.H. variable-pitch and constant-speed three-blade propellers. These early aircraft also did
not feature ventral spine fairings. In addition, these aircraft features a fabric-covered wing fitted on almost all aircraft
but some were later modified with metal stressed-skin wings at Maintenance Units.
